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GETTING READY FOR HIGH SCHOOL:
A PARENT’S/GUARDIAN’S COMMITMENT

1. Make time to meet with teachers.

2. Attend Parent-Teacher Conferences and other meetings to make sure my student is working to capacity.

3. Ask my student regularly if s/he has any homework, to show it to me, explain it to me, and ask if extra steps were taken to do the absolute best.

4. Meet with the Guidance Counselor to ask what the school does to prepare my student for college.
5. Participate in the opportunities that assist my student in choosing a college and obtaining financial aid.

6. Ensure that my student knows when the standardized tests, such as PSAT, SAT, and ACT, are offered and when s/he plans to take them.

7. Contact the Department of Educational Opportunity Programs at Creighton University (280.3334 or eopinfor@creighton.edu) to see if my student qualifies for any of the TRIO Programs or HCOP.  These programs provide academic assistance and help students prepare for college.

8. Encourage my student to volunteer at school, after school, or on the weekends.

9. Encourage my student to participate in at least two school activities.

10. Encourage my student to pursue and participate in leadership-related activities.

11. Require my student to apply to at least three colleges and universities by October 1st of his/her senior year.

12. Ask my student regularly if I need to fill out any paperwork that will help him/her prepare for college.

13. Try to ask my child everyday how the day went.

14. Do anything else that is necessary to prepare my child for high school and college.

GETTING READY FOR HIGH SCHOOL:
THE STUDENT’S COMMITMENT

1. Do my homework faithfully, show it frequently to parents/guardians, and explain it to them.  Study when there is no homework.
2. Meet with my school’s Guidance Counselor to discuss what I need to do to prepare for college.

3. Ask the Guidance Counselor when the PSAT, SAT or ACT tests are offered and prepare for them.

4. Contact the Department of Educational Opportunity Programs at Creighton University (280.3334 or eopinfor@creighton.edu) to see if I qualify for any of the TRIO Programs or HCOP.  These programs provide academic assistance and help students prepare for college.

5. Volunteer at school, after school, or on the weekends.

6. Participate in at least two school activities.

7. Pursue and participate in leadership-related activities.

8. Apply to at least three colleges or universities by October 1st of my senior year.

9. Get the best grades and don’t settle for anything less than the absolute best.

10. Choose friends who lift me up rather than tear me down.

11. Keep asking my parents to work with me and to help me find the right answers to any concerns I have.
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
